Use this instruction manual to convert your CD+G discs into MP3+G 
song files, for use in a compatible MP3+G Karaoke Machine like the 
Sonken MP-1000. 
 
You can also now purchase Sunfly Karaoke and Sundown Karaoke 
discs already converted ready to play in the Sonken MP-1000 or you 
can transfer from the CD to your USB or SD Card.

CONVERTING YOUR CD+G DISCS TO MP3+G. 
 

Introduction. 
These instructions are to enable you to convert CD+G (Graphics) discs into MP3+G (Graphics) files, which 
can then be copied across to your USB Memory Stick or SD Card (16GB Max). We recommend San Disk.

the audio file. (Screen shot picture left) 
 
Each song on a CD+G disc is called a .bin file and if you placed a CD+G 
disc in a normal CD or DVD player you will only hear the audio 
component, if played in CD+G compatible karaoke machine get both 
the audio and lyric (Graphic) component providing you with karaoke 
entertainment. 

 
...with Sonken MP1000 you can make disc swapping a thing of the past as it lets you enjoy the vast 

library that is CD+G in a modern MP3 format with the +G Ψƻƴ-ǎŎǊŜŜƴΩ ƭȅǊƛŎǎ component. 
 

The benefits are vast, you can copy only the songs you want, sort them in folders on the USB Memory 
Stick or SD Card (16GB Max) by artist, by song or by disc. We strongly recommend that you do use 

folders as if you place every song in the main root directory of the USB Memory Stick or SD Card (16GB 
Max) your song selection menu will be very long and that will make it harder or longer for you to narrow 

your song selection. 
 

Please Note: Keep in mind also if you want to use the inbuilt ability to record your singing performance 
the USB Memory Stick or SD Card (16GB Max) will need around 3MB (Mega Bytes) per song recording of 

storage space left on the card otherwise it will not be able to function for you.  
 

©Copyright and copying discs. 
Your original discs act as your proof of purchase and also act as your backup should your files become 
corrupt or damaged, so keep them in a safe place, should you sell the discs you are required to delete 

the MP3+G files from your computer or USB Memory Stick or SD Card (16GB Max).  
Should you sell your Sonken MP1000 machine all the original discs which have been converted to 

MP3+G files must be sold with the unit otherwise you will be deemed to be selling pirated music files. 
 

Commercial Operators (only) should be registered with www.mipi.com.au if converting your entire 
existing library to MP3+G from CD+G you will have to pay what is called a shift license to APRA/AMCOS 

(for composer/publisher royalties) for each song as you now have two copies of the song, a digital copy 
and CD version. If you have multiple systems you will be required to pay the shift license for each song 
for each machine, furthermore your one disc covers you for one machine only so you will have to 

purchase either more digital tracks to cover each song on each new machine or have a disc for each 
machine to cover the copyright of karaoke manufacturer otherwise you will be in breach of their 
content license. For Sunfly Karaoke content please email KHE Direct at direct@khe.com.au to obtain 
permission to convert your Sunfly Karaoke content, without the permission you are in breach of the 
license.

From our web site www.mp3g.com.au you will find a link to download a 100% free program called 

Audio Grabber this program enables you to convert your CD+G discs to MP3+G files.  
 

Once downloaded to your computer follow the setup instructions and install it on your computer. The 
only thing you computer will need is a CD Rom drive to read the CD+G disc.

The first thing you need to do is setup the Audio Grabber program to do the conversion for you, because 
this program does many other things other than converting CD+G discs to MP3+G files so we need to 
setup the program to do this, once done its done each time you can just open the program and start 
converting your discs. 
 
1. You will see the General Settings icon at the top of the page, click on it to open. 
 

 
2. Now you will see this screen, please make sure your settings are set the same as displayed. 
 

Please Note: I have created a 
folder called MP3+G and 

placed it in the same 
directory as the program 

Audio Grabber, I recommend 
doing this also otherwise all 

your converted files will be 
mixed with actual program 

files for the Audio Grabber 
program.  

 
Click on the Browse button 

to select the folder you wish 

to save your converted files 
to, you cannot create a new 
folder/directory from this 
window so you will have to 
do that prior. 



 

 

 
 
Also please note, under 
CD-ROM access method, 
your details will vary to 
that what is shown here as 
it will put in your CD-ROM 
details from your 
computers drive 
automatically, however 
select all speeds and tick 

Rip as much as possible to 
RAM. 

 
The advance box above 

should also be ticked and 
this should be entered in 

the text box next to it.

You can of course change this sequence and it will then re organise it for you. Click the ? Info button at 
the end of the text box for more information.

Using Audio Grabber 

+ Converting CD+G discs to MP3+G files. 

 
1. Now that you have completed the program setup you can now insert your CD+G disc into your CD 

ROM drive, in a few seconds the audio grabber program will fill the screen with the tracks available on 
the disc, the red ticks indicate which songs will be converted, if you deselect a track that song will not be

2. Now, making sure your computer is connected to the internet (online) click the penguin icon.

3. Now all you have to do to convert them to MP3+G files is from the top menu click the CD tab (like 

shown below) then go to Grab CDG Tracks (Karaoke) > then Grab to .cdg + Compressed File this will 
then start the conversion process for you.
